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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1. to study the students' opinions towards the use
of LMS in developing reading skills from guessing meaning from context clues 2. to
improve reading skill in guessing meaning from context clues by using LMS . Simple
random sampling was use to get 108 students for the sample group. They were the
students from all 5 faculties who enrolled in the English Reading Skills course in the
academic year 2/2019. The tools for collect data collecting were 1. the pre-test and
the post -test 2. Lesson on guessing the meaning of words from context clues in the
LMS 3. five point rated scale to find students' opinions and the obtained data through
the chat room. The statistics were t-test, percentage (%), mean (x_), and standard
deviation (SD).

The results showed that the mean scores of the post-test (x = 6.69) were higher than

the scores of the pre-test (x_: 5.25). The scores of standard deviation (SD) in the post-
test were 2.054. It was indicated that learning English reading skills through the LMS
can help students increase their knowledge and ability in English read skills in context
clues. The total score was assessed at a high level. The obtained data from the chat
room showed that the majority of the sample group had positive opinions on the use
of LMS.
